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PECULIARITIES OF PRESENT-DAY CHILDREN'S COMMUNICATION:
PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Annotation

The psycho-emotional state of present-day children is heavily influenced by globalization,
extensive informatization, and digitalization. This circumstance worsens the challenges of
children's communication. Amidst a constantly evolving world, maintaining the child's
emotional health today becomes difficult, particularly during communication with various
individuals. Despite numerous studies by scholars addressing various aspects of
communication and emotional well-being, the issue remains unresolved and is discussed
from different perspectives by philosophers, educators, psychologists, and sociologists. The
article focuses on the causes of communicative challenges within ‘child-adult’ and ‘child-
parent’ relationships, emphasizing that these interactions shape shared emotional
experiences, which are fundamental not only for coexistence but also for the well-rounded
development of personality. In the particular case, it is essential to emphasize the need for
ensuring the emotional well-being of the child, primarily by the parents, who, due to their
increasing workloads, are noticing less and less the changes happening in their children.
Meanwhile, children require a constructive conversation, but adults often struggle to choose
the right emotions, resulting in yelling and insults when the child’s behaviour differs from
the desired one. The survey results and the authors' prolonged observations indicate that
communicative difficulties may stem from adults neglecting the unique traits of children.
These traits appear in children in different ways, such as inadequate self-esteem, which
may be linked to excessive shyness or aggressiveness. Such children, as a rule, fear ridicule
not only from their peers but also from adults, and they live with a deep-seated distrust of
the world; they often lack initiative and may exhibit either rudeness or, conversely, a
tendency to mock others. Moreover, children today are distinct from those of twenty to
twenty-five years ago. Concepts such as 'digital natives' and ‘clip thinking' have become
firmly established in describing today's children.” Neglecting these observations would be
detrimental to the structure of their communication. The authors emphasize that by taking
into account the capabilities and characteristics of today's children, one can ensure their
emotional well-being during communication.
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Introduction

Contemporary life is characterised by an accelerated rate of technological progress,
extensive informatisation and digitisation, and globalisation, all of which inevitably drive
social change. These changes place additional strain on an individual's emotional state.
This circumstance highlights the necessity to examine problems concerning the emotional
well-being of society, wherein the continuously expanding domain of childhood assumes
paramount importance. There is no question that children's well-being is fostered through
active engagement; when it comes to emotional well-being, it is essential to focus on
analysing communication as one of its critical determinants.

Not coincidentally, the psychological and pedagogical aspects of this problem have
been explored and examined in various studies conducted by academic philosophers such
as L.P. Bueva, M.S. Kagan, V.M. Sokovnin, etc., sociologists G.M. Andreeva, |.S. Kon,
educators and psychologists B.G. Ananyev, T.A. Markova, A.A. Bodalev, L.S. Vygotsky, E.P.
Ilyin, M.P. Lisina, T.A. Markova, E.A. Flerina, etc. The varied aspects of the problem
hinder the establishment of a coherent strategy for evaluating communication and
emotional well-being.

Materials and Methods

We believe that defining the essence of the concepts ‘communication’ and 'emotional
well-being' without clarifying these terms themselves is impossible. Without delving into
the various aspects of the analyzed concepts, let us note that the concise psychological
dictionary states the following: “Communication is a complex, multi-faceted process of
establishing and developing contacts between people, driven by the needs of joint activity
and involving the exchange of information, mutual interaction, and perception and
understanding of another person” [1]. According to this definition, communication consists
of three interconnected and complementary aspects. Primarily, the communicative aspect
concerns the sharing of information between speakers. Next, the interactive aspect deals
with arranging interactions between people, such as aligning actions, altering moods, or
swaying opinions. Ultimately, the perceptual aspect covers the recognition and formation
of mutual understanding between interlocutors [2]. One finds it challenging to dispute this
characterization of communication since, in the act of communicating, we transmit
specific information to our conversation partner(s) to construct an interaction; perceive
our counterpart(s) and articulate emotions. Occasionally, we endeavor to grasp
counterpart(s), but do we habitually evaluate what we verbalize, the language we choose,
the intonation we adopt, and the feelings we exhibit in the course of this exchange?

From our perspective, the emotional factor plays a critical role in communicative
exchanges involving children with adults, parents, educators, and peers, since it is through
these interactions that the shared emotional experiences are developed, forming the basis
for both harmonious living together and holistic individual development. At the same time,
one has to admit that the upbringing of today's children is shaped by numerous factors,
while parents, preoccupied with daily tasks and work commitments, increasingly neglect
their children's concerns, pleasures, and sentiments. Unfortunately, numerous parents
overlook the evident reasons for the lack of interaction with their children, frequently
ascribing it to perceived excesses in crudity, belligerence, or emotional volatility. Despite
spending every day under the same roof with their child, parents may not recognize the
transformation, leading to the child evolving into someone new and causing difficulties in
their relationship [3].
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Results

Let us attempt to understand the reasons behind the emerging communication
difficulties. Why does fostering a constructive dialogue between parents and children, and
broadly between children and adults, grow progressively harder over the years? Why do
communication barriers develop among the various participants in the conversation? In
spite of the manifest presence of the issue, these questions call for attentive deliberation
and in-depth analysis.

With the aim of studying the emotional state of children in the process of
communication, we questioned twenty-eight parents of children aged 6 to 8. The survey
results are presented below.

To the initial question, "Do you think your child is emotional?” 90% of parents replied
in the affirmative, while 10% struggled to respond definitively, associating the display of
their child's emotions with the context in which they occurred.

The subsequent question, "What emotions does your child usually feel when
interacting with peers?” yielded assorted responses. The frequent responses included:
"joy," "fear”, "disappointment”, and varied emotions contingent upon the particular child
they engage with.

When asked how their child relates to adults in the family, the majority of parents
reported that they demonstrate friendliness and a desire to support the child, while the
child's response may manifest as tantrums, stubbornness, an inability to listen, or a refusal
to comply with parental expectations.

Responses to the question "How often do you discuss with your child the reasons
behind your various emotional states?” were negative for 88% of respondents, with the
majority citing their children's age and emotional immaturity as insufficient components
of their personality needed for understanding and supporting adults.

Parents gave equivocal responses when asked "Does your child show willingness to
understand other people's emotions, express kindness, and support them?" Answers ranged
from affirmative -"Yes, we endeavor to rear our child to be perceptive and benevolent” -
to negative - "No, our child is not yet mature enough and needs more life experience to
comprehend another person’'s emotional state.” There were also responses such as "Our
child can't always express sympathy; everything hinges on the circumstance,” and "Kids
frequently show compassion and mercy toward smaller creatures, since they require
continuous help from humans.”

To the question "Does your child show empathy by crying or laughing with you,
others, or fictional and TV personalities?” a substantial number of adults replied
affirmatively. Some parents explained that, due to their children’s age and psychological
immaturity, they try to shield their children from scenes saturated with intense emotions
while watching cartoons, movies, or reading children’'s books.

Overall, the findings of the survey provided a foundation for generating advice for
parents/guardians to foster children emotional well-being. It is important to note that the
outcomes support educators in establishing constructive communication with both the
children and their parents. We focused on the need to cultivate positive relations, when
an adult strives for constructive dialogue with a child. Contrarily, communication could
collapse altogether, or leading to unfavorable consequences and potentially culminating
in discord. To further elucidate the "child-adult” communication process, we shall now
examine practical applications.

Exploring the nuances of communication between children and adults involves not
only employing targeted diagnostic procedures but also conducting structured
observations of the communicants. In arranging extended observation, a teacher needs
to exhibit pedagogical discretion, tolerance, and patience, abstaining from undue
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interruptions in the interactive dynamics between the dialogue participants. Taking this
approach helps teachers to identify the fundamental causes of communication issues.
Extensive authorial observations of "parent-child" interactions suggest that one of the
reasons for communication difficulties is adults’ ill-chosen emotions. In instances of
disobedience, a parent typically scolds the child in a reproachful voice, occasionally
lapsing into screaming. Evidently, this kind of parental reaction is ineffective. Our
observations strongly suggests that coercion into listening is futile, whereas temporary
compliance can be achieved, but only fleetingly. When such outbursts occur, if a child
reacts improperly or insolently, their emotional state is suppressed. Due to the high
sensitivity and refined emotional composition, children go through intense stress and
acquire psychological injuries. In reality, screaming indicates danger, leading to the
emergence of fear. Common reactions to screaming include avoidance of communication,
paralysis, seclusion, defiance, hostility, or inappropriate laughter. We believe that an
inadequate reaction is a defense strategy for the child against yelling and any form of
authoritarian pressure from an adult. For optimal development, a child should sense
security, experiencing emotional stability - emotional peace.

Considering the significance of the term "emotional well-being” within the framework
of the issue, let us succinctly highlight its features.

There is no consensus on its definition in academic literature, and furthermore, it
remains largely unexplored to this day. From a psychological and pedagogical standpoint,
emotional well-being is linked both to the character of experienced emotions and to the
capacity and skill to express them. Consolidating the different facets of the construct of
"emotional well-being" identified in psycho-pedagogical works, it represents an inner
sense and appreciation of emotional tranquility derived from fulfilling one's personally
valued needs [4]. This viewpoint regarding emotional well-being helps us detect another
root of a child's communicative hardships —unsuitable self-regard, expressed either
through extreme modesty or pugnacity. These children, afraid of being mocked not just
by their peers but even by adults, usually lack initiative, live with mistrust toward the
world, frequently become rude or, alternatively, make fun of others [5].

Discussions

Additionally, today's children are unlike those of two decades ago. Terms like "digital
natives,” "Generation Z," and "Alpha generation” have now become integral parts of
children's profiles, while the label "homo-clicking” has been coined specifically for them.
Without doubt, extensive digitalization makes significant modifications to children's
growth and affects the way they communicate with friends, schoolmates, tea, and
parents. Daily contact with gadgets and ongoing recourse to information and
communication technologies certainly shape children’'s overall developmental trajectory,
most prominently influencing their intellectual faculties. This influence significantly
shapes the profile of children. Present-day children exhibit a tendency towards clip
thinking, exacerbating the complexities involved in their social exchanges. Clip thinkers
typically encounter impediments in listening to prolonged addresses without
interruptions, comprehensively evaluating the obtained knowledge, and reaching
profound valid deductions, thereby experiencing significant hurdles in critically processing
information. Such a characteristic of present-day children should prompt parents to
engage in constructive communication with their child [6]:

First and foremost, always maintain a calm and composed tone. Occasionally,
children challenge adults, but as people with life experience, parents need to be wiser so
that children can hear them; try to stay calm if the child does and says something
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completely unexpected. Adults surely know that the best decisions are made in a tranquil
state.

Secondly, avoid insulting the child under any circumstances, no matter how difficult
the situation might be or how old the child is.

Thirdly, it is essential to show patience, fortitude, consistency, and assurance in your
decisions while interacting with your child, ensuring they believe in you and are persuaded
of your rightness.

Finally, acknowledge that seeking forgiveness from your child is necessary at times
(as adults can also make mistakes); endeavor to be a role model for your kids in every
respect! [7].

Conclusion

Taking into account the challenges of communication, it is essential to mention the
frequent displays of whims, hysterics, and stubbornness exhibited by children. During such
moments, parental flexibility becomes crucial in order to identify the appropriate
response and strategy for handling the child. Dealing with hysterics and stubbornness, it
is essential for the adult to prevent the child from feeling belittled. Psychologists argue
that stubbornness in communication is not actually a pathological condition, but more of
a defensive reaction or a distinctive means of self-affirmation [8]. Lacking sufficient
practice in constructive communication, children often find themselves unable to express
their emotions and thoughts properly, which results in their more frequent negative
reactions to events happening around them. As a rule, stubborn children are egocentric,
have sensitive souls, and exhibit a heightened sense of pride. Specifically in adolescence,
these children exhibit a poor response to punitive actions. They persistently defend their
opinion, insist on their own truths, and assert their viewpoint, even if it seems absurd
(from an adult perspective). Consequently, children grow up by affirming themselves,
because holding their own opinions is a way to establish their identity. Naturally, there is
no need for adults to apply constant punitive measures. Stubbornness in a child cannot be
overcome with frequent and, in this case, futile reproaches and rebukes. Confronted with
whims and stubbornness, adults should understand that the child is feeling an internal
disconnect and friction, which shows up as anger and willfulness. It's true that creating a
constructive communication with such a child is demanding, since conquering
stubbornness, hysterics, and whims in a short span is unattainable.

Thus, summarizing the foregoing observations, it is clear that adults engaging with
today's youth should display flexibility, patience, sagacity, and ideally some pedagogical
skills. Merely by adopting this attitude, they grant their child the potential to flourish. At
this juncture, it is worth remembering the statement by the celebrated Erma Bombek: "A
child needs your love most when he deserves it least” [9].
